When Karen asked if I wanted to join her on a working trip to Raleigh, North Carolina, I didnôt hesitate.  
There were a few people and places I had been wanting to visit in that stateé..but I was still in for a sur-
prise.  That state is Car Crazy! 
 

Not too far from our hotel, was the North Carolina Museum of History www.ncmuseumofhistory.org   and 
not surprisingly the history included stories and artifacts of many of North Carolinaôs famous race car driv-
ers and race tracks.  The museum also housed the North Carolina Sports Car Hall of Fame. 

 

NASCAR may have been born in Daytona Beach, Florida, 
but it ñgrew upò in the Tar Heel state of North Carolina. In 
the 1950ôs races on slick dirt ovals, especially in the Pied-
mont, drew thousands of spectators from the farms and 
mills across North Carolina.  In the ó50s drivers favored 
the 1930ôs Ford Coupes with V8 engines. 
 

Howard Moore, of Mooresville ,built this ô37 Ford Coupe 
shown on the left.  Ned Jarrett drove the car for Moore 
many times at tracks across the US. It was last raced in 
1985 by Alex Beam of Mooresville.  

The Monte Carlo on the right belonged to 
ñThe Man in Blackò Dale Earnhardt, Sr.  
(1951-2001) of Kannapolis. He grew up in 
textile mill country and followed in his fa-
ther, Ralphôs, footsteps racing.  Earnhardt 
ranked sixth in NASCAR wins, with 76, and 
first in career earning with more than $41 
million.  He finished in the top 10 in series 
points 20 times.  

Sam Beam drove this 1937 Ford Coupe with a 
Yamaha FJ1200/XJR 1200 to victory in many 
tracks on the East coast.

It is re-
ported that Junior Johnson, like many 
early stock car competitors, honed his 
racing skills driving moonshine past 
Federal ñrevenuersò.  Johnson is credit-
ed with racing innovations like 
ñdraftingò on speedways.  He played a 
major role in getting RJR Tobacco to 
spend millions to sponsor NASCARs top 
race the Winston Cup.  Johnson won 
132 races, 50 Sprint Cup races and six 
championships.  

North Carolinianôs Dale Earnhardt, Sr. and Richard Petty share the record for champion-
ships at the highest level of NASCAR (National Association for Stock Car Auto Racing) 
competition with seven Sprint Cups apiece.  Over the years, NASCAR has had several 
names for itôs top competition level, currently the Sprint Cup title is used.
